Section 10.1 of the Constitution states,

10.1 “This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the full
membership of the Senate and subsequent referendum by a majority of the student body
voting”, and

This limits votes on Constitutional amendments to meetings in which at least % of the
full Senate membership are in attendance, and

The Constitution will now state,

10.1 “This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the present
senators of the Senate and subsequent referendum by a majority of the student body
voting”, and

This change will limit voting on proposed legislation to only the senators present at the
meeting at which the legislation is being proposed instead of the senate as a whole, and

Be it resolved that the Student Government Association of Western Kentucky
University will amend its Constitution.
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
