This program is designed to develop advanced educators who can positively impact student learning in their classrooms and schools.
Courses and experiences include professional learning communities in which candidates interact with other graduate candidates
from various content areas and grade levels to discuss and work on real world challenges and promising practices they encounter in
schools.
The program is divided into two instructional components. The first component, professional education, provides 15 hours of study
collaboratively developed between WKU and the administration of the specific school district in which the candidate is employed.
This includes a study of education in positive behavioral supports, teaching strategies and curriculum development.  The second
component, the concentration, directs the candidate into an individual program in content, pedagogy, and/or areas of professional
growth concurrent with the goals of each candidate.
